Ventura County Library launches its Reading Colors Your World summer reading program on June 1, 2021. Over the summer, the library is hosting a range of free activities for children, teens, and adults to encourage and support a love of reading. 
Participants may win prizes for reaching their reading goals. “We’ve planned a wonderful program for kids to make the library a great place to read, learn, and discover what’s available for their enjoyment,” said Molly Krill, Youth Services Manager. 
Themed events include weekly STEAM Kits and challenges, participation in the library’s online reading and activity log (register at vencolibrary.beanstack.org), themed Storytimes, and a presentation by the Ojai Raptor Center. This year Ventura County Library is giving away six Nintendo Switch Grand Prizes in addition to smaller prize drawings throughout the summer. Once a child has logged 500 minutes they may visit their local branch to choose a free new book to add to their home libraries. 
There is also a serious side to summer reading. Research has shown reading over the summer prevents summer reading loss. Studies also indicate students who read recreationally outperform those who don’t. Students read more when they can choose materials based on their own interests. Nancy Schram, Library Director says, “Children who don’t read over the summer may lose up to two full months of learning by the time they return to school in the fall.  To succeed in school and life, our children and teens need continuous opportunities to learn and practice critical skills.  Your public library is a key part of the solution during the summer when school is out.” Our libraries are committed to supporting lifelong learning and educational enrichment for all families.
